Program Guidelines & Priorities:

e Applicants must have a minimum GPA of 3.0 and currently enrolled in a 2- or 4-year college or
technical school.

e Scholarship funds will be paid in October 2026 for the second semester of the student’s
current academic year. The scholarship will be paid directly to the college and not to the
student.
